The highest Greek mountain is Mount Olympus (2,917 m.), believed to be the seat of the 12

The largest city and capital is Athens, with a population of over 4m. Piraeus is the main
port. The second largest city,

Thessaloniki, with a population of nearly 1m,

is an important seaport functioning as the gateway to the Balkans and a major economic
and cultural centre

for the whole of northern Greece.

winters usually mild though during the winter it snows in the mountains and in the north.
